MEMORANDUM

On June 3%, 2009 the Physico-Mathematical
Lyceum N 239 in St. Petersburg played host
the ITIS *G. Marconi”, Catania, for an
interesting meeting so as to promote an
educational and cultural partnership with week
exchanges imvolving the headmasters, and
groups of teachers and students, The two
schools were respectively represented by Mrs.
Tamara Efimova, Mr. Maxim Pratusevich,
Mrs. Svetlana Yulku (Russia) and Mr. Orazio
Lombardo and Mr. Andrea Saija (Italy).

During the meeting a project has been
arranged with the precise aim of establishing
an open dialogue and a positive comparison
between different cultures and teaching
methodological approaches to scientific topics.

All that has been possible thanks to the
apreement subscribed by the two Ministries of
Education in 2003 and as a result of the
"[talian-Russian Week of language and culture
in the schools 15th - 21st March 2004".

ACTIONS
1. Relationships
The cooperation between the ITIS “G.
MARCONI” (Italy) and Physico-Mathematical
Lyceum N 239 (Russia) started at the
beginning of 2009 and still continues on the
web, Two exchange visits will be held in Italy
(Catania) and in Russia (Saint Petersburg) in
April 2010. Such activities will surely improve
a friendly intercultural partnership as well as
professional and linguistic competences.

2. Cultural initiatives and contacts

The two schools have regular contacts through
emails and video conferences using the
English language as a vehicle to communicate.
They share different topics referred to
languages, science or other cultural themes
and promote debates on the web.

3. Exchanges of head and of teachers

A meeting involving the Russian and Italian
heads and teachers was held in St. Petersburg
in June 2009,

4. Students educational exchanges

Students’ week exchanges have been
promoted thanks to the educational initiatives
arranged by the schools with the support of
public authorities. According to the principle
of reciprocity, both schools will give
hospitality to the same number of students and
organize the same number of guided tours and
excursions. The guest students or the school of
origin  will cover the expenses related to
transport from Russia to Italy and viceversa;
while the hosts will cover the cost of
accommodation, meals and transfer from and
to the airport .

Both schools will be responsible for the
organization of cultural programs for guest
visitors, Our exchanges will be usually based
on family, schools guest quarters or hotel
accommodation depending on the possibilities
of the school. Each student will host a partner
from the visiting country and receive the same
kind of accommodation when he/she goes to
visit the foreign country. Exchanges might
also include some stages or special meetings
and courses in different school topics. Students
might spend some hours in the classrooms or
in the labs with their partners.

The first exchange will be so arranged:

- during the school year 2009-10 Italian
students and tutors will visit St. Petersburg,
for about a week;

- during the school year 2009-10 Russian
students and tutors will visit Ttaly, for about a
week;

5. Joint teaching program and the students’
practice

The teachers involved in the partnership are
frequently in contact each other on the web for
arranging students’ activities. Both schools
share the same topics so as to increase the

Furthermore such topic will
involve cross curricular activities even
associated with facts that currently affect our
society such as the respect for environment,
sustainability, renewable energies and climate
changes. The knowledge about resources, their
availability, use and the consequent effects on
a global scale could increase collaboration and
cooperation among different people and
countries.

6.The schools and educational institutions
involved in the project are engaged to inform
their Official Supervisors (for Italy: Ministry
of Education; for Russia: Ministry of
Education and Science or Committee of
Education of 5t. Petersburg) about the follow
up of the project.
